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An Act to Establish a Day to Recognize
the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air Cadets

and the Navy League Cadets in Nova Scotia

WHEREAS the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air Cadets and the Navy League Cadets
have a lengthy history of service in Nova Scotia;

AND WHEREAS the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air Cadets and the Navy League
Cadets are a positive influence in today’s society;

AND WHEREAS the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air Cadets and the Navy League
Cadets provide young people with positive opportunities to develop self-confidence, self-esteem,
self-discipline and respect for others;

AND WHEREAS the young people involved in the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air
Cadets and the Navy League Cadets learn valuable life and work skills, such as teamwork, leader-
ship, good citizenship and physical fitness, that will benefit them no matter what path they choose
to follow;

AND WHEREAS the young people involved in the Royal Canadian Sea, Army and Air
Cadets and the Navy League Cadets are rewarded with a sense of accomplishment, recognition
from their peers and mentors, once-in-a-lifetime personal and professional growth experiences,
lifelong friends and a chance to show their talents and maturity;

AND WHEREAS the hard work and dedication of all those involved in the Royal Canadian
Sea, Army and Air Cadets and the Navy League Cadets should be recognized;

THEREFORE be it enacted by the Governor and Assembly as follows:

1 This Act may be cited as the Sea, Army, Air and Navy League Cadets Day Act.

2 Throughout the Province, in each and every year, the first Saturday in November shall
be kept and observed under the name of Sea, Army, Air and Navy League Cadets Day.
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
